Trinity’s justice ministry, Topeka JUMP, is in its research phase.
Members are researching the new issue campaign, Mental Health/
Addiction, and are also continuing to work on the issues of
Affordable Housing, Predatory Lending and Transportation. The
Violence Campaign, SAVE (Strategies Against Violence Everywhere),
is in the maintenance phase. Earlier this year, JUMP got the County
Commission put money in the 2021 budget to hire a project
manager for SAVE and JUMP is pleased to report the County
District Attorney’s office has done so and the project manager will
start work in January.
